Home learning
Home learning is used to reinforce and consolidate learning. It also begins to prepare your child for the increased demands of secondary education.  If you have any queries, please contact one of the Year 6 teachers.
Home learning will be given out on Friday and be due by the following Tuesday.
You should expect your child to receive spellings every Friday, which can be found on the school website.

Our home learning will take the same format as last year. The essentials of reading and times tables should be completed daily for 5 - 10 minutes each. You can then pick and mix from the other activities on the sheet. There will also be an additional Maths challenge uploaded to the Year 6 class page each week.

Home learning will be handed in on a Tuesday at the latest. If a home learning book is not in by Tuesday, we will not be able to mark the work until the following week.
There will be no holiday home learning.
Uniform, equipment, PE and Games
All uniform should be clearly labelled. Children will be expected to come into school in their full Games kit on the appropriate days (currently Monday and Wednesday). Due to the current situation, all PE will be taught outside. This may be subject to change. No jewellery is to be worn in school with the exception of stud ear-rings, which children must be able to remove themselves. Collar length hair must be tied back (both boys and girls). 

Bookbags and equipment

Children must only bring a St. Luke’s bookbag. No rucksacks, etc.

A clear plastic pencil case containing all necessary equipment must be kept in school in their tray.
